Brownell’s interpretation of the law
‘the Administration will do nothing
about the Egyptian refugees unless
Congress itself takes action, Thus
nothing is being done—because Con-
gress has not acted and, except for
|a few individual members gives no
sign of any real concern about this
tragic and shocking problem, or
' about any of the other related prob-
lems dealing with our 1111bera1 re-
strictionist and sometimes savage
immigration legislation. . |

If President Eisenhower is at
fault in not pressing with sufficient
vigor for revision of the law, as we
believe to be ‘the case, the Demo-
cratic leadershlp #0f Congress is
equally if not: more responsible for
the dismal record. Neither Speaker
Sam Rayburn in the House nor Ma-
Jority Leader Lyndon Johnson' in
{the Senate -gives evidence of any
desire for action on the 1mm1grat10n
pI'lIlCIpleS repeatedly expressed by
the President and by a handful of
liberals in both parties. And cer-
tainly any really meanmgful re-
Vision of the law would be opposed
| by Representative Walter and Sen-
ator Eastland—both Democrats and
both in key positions on immigra-
tion matters. Mr. Walter even tries
to make it appear that it 1s playmg
the Commumst game to attack the
McCarr an-Walter Act, We say that
he' is talking nonsense, and that
the Communists are the ones who
profit by some aspects of Amerlca. S
present immigration policy, .

The least that should be done at
this session is to adopt the Presl-
dent’s very moderate bill, recomg
mended by the President last Jan-
uary. Even though the prospects of
success are almost nil,- he ought to
put the great weight of his office
fully behind his proposals, and
meanwhile take the admlmstratlve
action open to hlmf of extendmg 3
